Stakeholder Forum plays an active role within the UK in facilitating
stakeholder engagement to develop policy recommendations for both
the UK government and intergovernmental processes. We have
facilitated stakeholder involvement in: the Rio Summit, the Social
Development Summit, the Beijing Women’s Conference, the Human
Settlement Conference in Istanbul, Rio+5, the World Summit on
Sustainable Development and the World Summit 2005. We organise
multi-stakeholder roundtables and conferences to develop policy
recommendations for the UK government at the UNEP Governing
Council and the UN Commission on Sustainable Development. This
has ensured that the UK is consistently the only country where
stakeholders have submitted joint reports, including policy
recommendations, to the UN on the UK government’s implementation
track record. This ensures some accountability for the UK Government
to their global commitments. It also highlights new policy directions
that stakeholders believe need to be taken by the UK and by
governments as a whole on issues such as water, energy, sustainable
consumption, global governance. It has consistently seen
recommendations made by its roundtables reflected In UN decisions.
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
